HOW TO ENTER.

3.1 There is no purchase necessary to enter the Contest. To enter, listen to the Station weekdays during
the Contest Period between 6:00 AM MT and 4:00 PM MT for the CHED Jet Cue to Call to be
played (the “Cue to Call”). Upon hearing the Cue to Call, listeners are invited to call 780-451-
